 The National Museum of Natural History and its Regional Museums organized the following 
educational programmes, in addition to its normal activities, during the month of July, 2011. 
 
 
 
1. N.M.N.H., NEW DELHI 
 
Special Programme for the under-privileged children: 

 

A special programme for the under-privileged children was organized on 9
th
 July 2011.  A group 

of 23 children in the age group of 8-17 years and 3 volunteers along with 2 coordinators from Jal Vihar 

Slums, Lajpat Nagar, New Delhi participated in this programme through an NGO, Khushi Centre for 

Rehabilitation & Research, South Extension-I, New Delhi.  The purpose of this programme was to bring 

awareness about biodiversity in our surroundings and help children understand Nature through various 

activities.  

 

Mrs. Alka Agrawal and Mrs. Anjali Todi were called as resource persons who interacted with the 

children and taught them to make flowers, leaves, animals, collage painting and greeting cards through 

the art of Origami.  The Education staff made children understand the importance of flowers and leaves 

followed by a visit to the Museum galleries. The children were also provided with museum publications 

and refreshment.  

 

 



 

Out-reach Programme for Specially-Challenged children:  

 

An out-reach programme for specially-challenged children was organized on 20
th
  July 2011 for 

the children of Aanchal NDMC School for Mentally Retarded and Paawan NDMC School for Hearing 

Impaired.  The purpose of the programme was to give an access to the Museum resources for specially-

challenged children who otherwise cannot visit the Museum and help them understand Nature and 

Biodiversity.   The Education staff and three resource persons visited Aanchal NDMC School for 

Mentally Retarded at Chanakyapuri, New Delhi to organize the programme.  19 mentally-challenged 

children and 8 hearing impaired children along with 4 staff members participated in the programme.  The 

children were engaged in the activities of Origami which included making different shapes of birds, 

animals, butterflies, objects from paper with a theme and pasting them on drawing sheets (collage 

painting) and making greeting cards. The children enjoyed these activities which helped them in 

understanding biodiversity present in their surroundings. 

 

All the participants were given token gifts and served with refreshment.

1177 school students from 10 schools/institutes in Delhi & NCR and 2878 family groups/general 

visitors visited the museum.
